SUMMARY

« 2017: Exports of fish and seafood products from CEE-countries
reached ca. 1 million tonnes (+20% over 2012) valued at EUR 3.6
billion (+44% over 2012);

- Exports of the group of small pelagics have stabilized, while
salmonids and groundfish groups continue remarkable growth;

- Herring and salmon are keeping good export growth, as well as
cod, sardines and surimi, whereas exports of sprat declined;

- Exports of prepared and preserved products (over 1/3 of the
total export volume) became stable, while exports of all other
product forms were growing, especially fresh products.



SUMMARY

- Poland makes up nearly half of the export from CEE countries,
growth of 22% (salmon, herring, cod and sprat),

- Germany, one of the top-markets for CEE countries, had
continuous growth for all relevant exporting countries.

- Italy and Denmark were the top-markets with multiple
increases in volume for many CEE-exporting countries,

- Netherlands followed a declining trend for volumes exported
from CEE countries, while the UK market was more stable.
